i) A currently enrolled student of photography; or
ii) A working photographer’s assistant; or
iiii) A practicing photo artist with less than 3 years recognised experience; or
iv) A professional photographer with less than 3 years commercial
experience.

• Examples of work must have been completed between 1st August 2010 and 1st August 2011.

• All images entered must have been conceptualised, exposed and created by the entrant.

Entries close midnight Monday 1st August 2011. No late entries will be accepted.

ENTRY FEES
Entry is $15.

DIGITAL MANIPULATION
Images entered in this competition need to be based on an image captured through a camera.
